ABSTRACT
In the recent years of absolute and unrestricted market dominance, “competitiveness”,

“innovation”, “entrepreneurship” and “free movement of capital and labour” — all heavily and skilfully
advertised — prevail in the economic and "development" field. “Competitiveness” is deified as the only
way to new employment opportunities and to “sustainable” (as meaninglessly defined) development.
This happens in a world in which, at the dawn of the 21* century, 20% of the global population owned
86% of global wealth and in which inequality is increasing every day, while the pursuit of business

“sustainability” through mergers, acquisitions and privatisations leaves thousands unemployed.

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“Innovation”, an end in itself, is hailed as the ultimate achievement of education, research and
technology. Rather than being a public good of culture, education is limited to “effective” technical
professional training toward multinational corporations’ profitability. “Entrepreneurship” is imposed
and incised on the consciousness of the world’s youth, starting at the sensitive years of primary
education, with the objective of creating a society made up, not of citizens, but of salesmen. “Free
movement of capital and labour” and flexible forms of employment, together with Directives of the

Bolkestein type, foreshadow a new dark age in the 21* century.

At the European level, Ministers of Education transfer their responsibilities to Ministers of
Competition. At the international level, OECD, the World Bank and WTO fill the state governments’
strategy gaps with regard to education and impose policies promoting and selectively funding
marketable products and training services in a levelled (as in the case of Europe), common University
space.

In the social field, the fundamental human rights to education, health and security — rights
earned through great social struggles — are being systematically reduced through privatisation. At the
same time, social rights are still non-existent in the “developing world” — despite supposedly
humanitarian aid — and in the city ghettos of the “developed” West.

In the field of politics, equality, social rights, civil liberties, international law, national and
public sovereignty are under constant threat by the sole military and economic superpower. They are
“acknowledged” according to the superpower’s strategic interests and are being aligned with these
interests through interventions, conquests, antiterrorist state terrorism etc.

In the cultural field, the constantly increasing power of the mass media — as their entrepreneurs
visibly or invisibly interact with the mechanisms of the ruling class at the social and economic levels —
and the promotional bombardment with lifestyles, attitudes and behaviours which favour
individualistic, competitive and consumption-based “development” models tend to level, homogenise
and/or eradicate local cultures, which contain the fertile and creative wisdom of the interaction between
nature and society in space and time.

In the field of technology, market interests favour, lead, incite and confine research to the one-
way paths of the information and informatics market (euphemistically referred to as “information
society”, so as to provide a motive for academics who see the tree rather than the forest to place
themselves at the market’s service). Telecommunications, mobile telephony providing the capacity to
send and receive e-mail when... fishing underwater, MIT musical shoes, cheap laptops which will
“reduce the digital gap” (between the ever wealthier North and the abused, ever poorer South) and
energy are funded with priority or almost exclusively, while the WTO secures and defends the patents
owned by multinational pharmaceutical, biotechnology, energy etc. corporations.

In the field of environmental protection:

. the responsibility of big interests is obscured by dogmas such as “the polluter pays” principle,
which legitimises pollution by those who can afford to pay (often nominal) fines which are to be
imposed, at times, by non-existent, underfinanced or incapable monitoring mechanisms

. the idea that atmospheric pollution will be reduced through emissions trading proves the
ineffectiveness of the non-binding Kyoto protocol, which is, in any case, drastically challenged
by the USA and by great oil consumers such as China and India, through the promotion of
bilateral agreements.

Nine years ago (1997), in my invited address to the 5™ Panhellenic Conference on Socialism
Issues “The University in the Emerging Society”, organised by the Department of Philosophy of the
University of loannina in co-operation with the Municipality of Chania, I wrote:

“Today, the Public Character of the University is subject to external influences and definitions
connected to the dominance of neoliberalism, the new order and globalisation, in a broader
conflict between supporters of the ‘Public’ and of the ‘Private’.

Market sovereignty supporters see the Public University as being ‘government-led’,
‘traditional’, ‘counterproductive’, ‘money consuming’, ‘problematic’ and ‘mismanaged’.
They are convinced that its privatisation — which they seek — contains all the goods of ‘less
government’ — which they see as a cure for all: it will make the university ‘Modern’, it will
give it ‘Mobility and Vitality’ through competition, secure ‘Meritocracy’, ‘Productivity’,
‘Economic Efficiency’ and, generally, an order, in conditions of perfect administration.

On the other hand, some of us insist on seeing the University as a Public Good and a vehicle
for the provision of Integrated Knowledge to every citizen, irrespective of social and
economic status, through an Education synonymous with Culture.

For some among us, the Public University seems to be, in principle and in practice, the last
refuge for resistance to the general decay of the modern world, and a living hope for a better
world. It is so by safeguarding the freedom of education and research, the responsible,



objective and pluralistic transfer of knowledge, the production of new knowledge through
research, a continuous education for life and a solid, continuous and consistent social
contribution to the integrated confrontation of today’s multidimensional and particularly
complicated developmental and environmental issues.

However, in order for us to be credible and efficient, we must not only proclaim this
conviction but prove it, through our everyday practices in University and in society.

For us, the Public Character of the University includes:

e the perception of education as a public good and a right of every human being
throughout their life

e the mission of education as a perpetual process of integration and socialisation of

worthy scientists and responsible citizens

true self-administration of the Institutions of Higher Education

reliable social monitoring and evaluation of Higher Education Institutions

freedom in research and in teaching

the fundamental dimension of education, as a foundation for social development and
for the fulfilment of social needs, in a society of creativity, freedom, equality, justice,
meritocracy, transparency and publicity.

We could validly and effectively argue for the above, in contradiction with the views of every
convinced supporter of the new order and the market’s monocracyi, if:

e comprehending education as a public good, we behaved accordingly, respecting and
honouring our role and our mission as functionaries of the university and society

0 Dby not contributing to the privatisation of Universities (even in the absence
of state responsibility for this) by ‘disguising’ studies (which could be
conducted by our university graduates) as research

0 by not flirting with state authority in order to simultaneously occupy an
enviable, prestigious and/or profitable public post

e we set the grounds for an education in the sense of a dynamic cultural process,
looking beyond ourselves, beyond our technocratic perspective, specific interests and
specialised methodological and technical tools

e we could, in practice, make education a valid process for the integration of scientists
and citizens, transgressing the partiality of our specialty, co-operating in
interdisciplinary ways and synthesising perspectives. In this way, we could,
ourselves, understand, communicate and critically examine the consequences of our
work and our scientific applications on nature, society and culture.

e we seriously considered, if, in Greece, for example, we have truly practiced self-
administration in our Universities, by exercising our rights and fulfilling our
obligations according to Law 1268/82. Are we worthy of self-administration? Can
we practice it? Do we want it? Or are we adjusting it to our measures? Or are we
degenerating it and trimming it to bureaucratic management, pompous self-assertion
and self-promotion in non-academic sectors, to a stagnant equilibrium of sectional,
personal and party interests?

Have we ever fully utilised the opportunities provided by Laws 1268/82 and 1403/83 toward
full self-administration of our Higher Education Institutions?

Have we utilised the institutional potential for credible social control of our aims and our
directions, of our very work?

Why have we so unscrupulously, with no mass protests and creative suggestions,
compromised with the progressive degeneration of the National Council for Higher Education
of Law 1268/82 to the informal meetings and “conciliations” of Rectors with the Minister, in
the absence of students and social organisations? It would be one of the University’s greatest
social contributions to make the Council overcome its inherent weaknesses and compose
views toward the integrated social, economic, technical/technological and cultural
development of our country, in harmony with the environment and the fundamental role of the
University in this environment.

Why have we accepted the abolition of the National Academy of Letters and Sciences, which,
according to Law 1268/82 would secure a common, credible and objective evaluation of our
contribution?

Why have we accepted the lack of action toward the establishment of a common national list
of Greek university teachers and researchers in the Diaspora, for the optimum support of the
country’s development effort and the renewal of higher education teaching and research staff
on the basis of merit and objectivity?



Let us discuss these issues soberly, by creatively posing our arguments and let us assume our
responsibilities, because it is only then, I believe, that we can substantially contribute to the
development of a common, valid and efficient strategy which will secure, not only through us,
but through society as well, the Public Character of the University”.

Thus, we will seal the undefended gates and make our resistance credible and effective.
